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Background

Studies have shown that non-compliance with the energy

code is common and leaves room for improvement
o MA: 81% to 89% compliance depending on code and code cycle stage
21% savings potential (over baseline) for 2012 IECC non-program homes
o RI: 80% compliance for 2012 IECC

Some PAs have implemented training and education
programs to claim savings from increasing compliance with
the energy code

This is a way to impact the RNC market which is facing
decreasing savings for more traditional above code programs
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Assess compliance with the 2009 IECC using homes that were part of
the R1602 RNC Baseline Study
